We have an abundant population of DEER around Ottawa 
and can take pleasure in sighting these beautiful animals 
grazing at dawn and sunset. However, urban expansion  
and new housing developments are displacing deer so 
there is more need for them to cross busy roads. When a 
mother deer is killed by a car in the spring or summer, she 
usually has a fawn nearby that will also die without care. 
As rehabilitators, our goal is to prepare the animals in our 
care for successful return to life in their natural habitat. 
Therefore, fawns must be grouped so that they bond with 
each other and contact with humans must be minimized.

CCWR grew out of an existing farm animal rescue. Although 
it has changed to include wildlife rehabilitation, it continues 
to take in farm animals in need of sanctuary.

These animals are provided with a caring forever home. 
It takes about $15,000 a year to care for the sanctuary

BABY SQUIRRELS can become orphaned, usually by falling  
out of a nest and then being found by a dog or cat, or by 
having their mother evicted from the space where the nest 
is located. Orphaned baby squirrels need to be skillfully fed 
special formulas and may need antibiotics. They also need 
to grow up with others of their kind, learning survival skills 
and a healthy fear of humans. 

For $25, YOU CAN SPONSOR A SQUIRREL BABY, covering 
the cost of medication and formula for bottle feeding.

Each year in the Ottawa Region, hundreds of BABY  
RACCOONS are orphaned. Mother raccoons venture out 
during the day in search of food, leaving the babies hidden 
in a nearby den. People become concerned, thinking that 
there is something wrong with the raccoon since it is out 
during the day, so they have it trapped and taken away.  
As wildlife rehabilitators, we bottle feed baby raccoons 
specialized wildlife formulas 4 times a day for 3 months. 
We vaccinate them against common diseases and give 
them medicine to rid them of parasites. The babies have  
the opportunity to grow with others of their kind, learning 
the skills they need when released back into the wild.
